In accordance to the DMCA, we would like to guarantee our status as a safe harbored provider, under section 512c. (As well as to adhere to Level3’s acceptable use policy), as such will remove the picture that Mr. Baillie has complained about for a period of 10 days. As we do not believe the use of this picture on the website constitutes copyright infringement and because this letter is a proper counter notification under the DMCA. Our intent is to replace the picture prior to the 14th day after removal of the picture. I consent to the jurisdiction of the Federal Court for the judicial district in which the above address is located, and that I, the website owner will accept service of process from the person who provided notification of copyright infringement or an agent of such person.
